Field Report

CellA

Cell A is located on the southern part of the island and runs east and west. 

Access by boat. 30 ft high burm walls, with a 4 foot burm within the main out side burm. Most of the soil was a sandy brown, then orange coarse sand with some white clay, around 10ft. Some large cobble stones found at 3ft at the 3rd sample site. Weir pipes located in the southwestern corner. 
CellB

Cell B is located on the southeastern part of the island and runs north and south.

Access by boat. 40 ft high burm walls. Soil was mostly brown silt or very fine sand, while the 4th sample site produced mostly sand. Some perched water at the first sample site which was near the weir. Difficult to core, only 1 ft penetration. Weir pipes where located in the southwestern corner.

Flora

Large trees some 2ft in diameter. Species included Maple Spp, Sassafras, River Birch, Sycamore, Black Locust, Honey Locust, and Chestnut. Lots of short grasses, briar patches, poison ivy, and some Fragmities.
Fawna

Deer, ground hogs, skunks
